Care of your Shih-Tzu Puppy

The puppy has been eating Natural Balance chicken dry food. Until you see that the puppy has sufficient teeth he/she should receive the food moistened with warm water. Over a week you can gradually reduce the amount of water.

They currently drink their water from a water bottle, it is easier for a Shih-Tzu with their short faces to drink from a water bottle but they can drink from a shallow dish. I give them spring water.
Their nails have been trimmed but should be trimmed when you notice the tips are getting sharp, I trim them with a small nail clipper like we would use to trim our nails. 

Their hair grows just like ours does, they do not shed. They should be taken to be groomed at least every 4 to 5 weeks. If you keep them in a puppy cut you do not have to comb them daily, if you keep them in full coat they have to be combed daily and should be bathed every 2 weeks. Their hair grows in their ears and must be removed to prevent infection, this is usually done while they are groomed. It is also important to keep an eye on the hair on their bottoms, the hair grows quickly and will cover the opening and prevent them from defecating.
